Between the heady years of 1971 and 2000, Don McLean released over 20
albums and scored major chart successes including And | Love You So, Crying,
and Castles in the Air. Don McLean is immortalized as the subject of the Roberta
Flack/The Fugees number one hit, Killing Me Softly With His Song.

Even more surprising than Madonna having a hit with a Don McLean song, was
George Michael® decision in 2003 to record The Grave, from the American Pie
album, as a protest against the Iraq war. However, his greatest honor came in
2004 when Don was inaugurated into the Songwriters€Hall of Fame.

Back by POPULAR DEMAND and with great pleasure the California Chamber
Ensemble presents Edvard Grieg’'s Holberg Suite, written by the Norwegian
composer in 1884 to celebrate the bicentenery of Ludvig Holberg’s birth. Holberg
was known as the “Moliere of the North’ for his comic plays. Instead of
composing a cantata to be sung outdoors, as was commissioned, Grieg instead
employed old-fashioned French dance forms (sarabande, gavotte, and rigaudon)
and the final movement echoes Norwegian rustic fiddle playing.

The second “play it again” piece is Bach’s Orchestra Suite # 2 in B minor; this
piece incorporates dance themes as well. Bach wrote “stylized dances” which
were intended for listening not dancing, and its eight movements use traditional
French dances as well.

The Suite beings with an overture, moves through a rondeau, sarabande, two
bourrees, a polonaise and a minuet, and ends with a badinerie where the solo
flute....... energetic, virtuosic, perpetual motion.....is just plain fun!

We end the evening with Handel's Water Music Suite in G Major, written for King
George | in 1717 and performed from a barge in the Thames River. Here again,
dance movements are foremost, the sarabande, rigaudon, minuet and bourree.



Dress royally, practice your dance steps, dust off your silver-buckled shoes and
join us for an evening of dance music (in the classical style) performed by the
twelve piece California Chamber Ensemble under the baton of conductor Warren
Gref.

The program opens with a Mozart horn concerto performed by his old friend and
colleague, Ethan Dulsky. Mozart was inspired to write this piece for Jacob
Leutgeb, the most prominent horn soloist of the 1700s, and a friend of the
composer. We think this piece will confirm “that’s what friends are for”.

The second piece of the evening is a Schubert symphony written in 1816 when
he was just 19 years of age. This lyrical four-movement symphony was one of



the first compositions Mr. Gref conducted ten years ago, and he joyfully revisits it
with the California Chamber Orchestra.
